1. Scope:  Unless otherwise defined, all terms and conditions as defined in the original Request for Proposal and State of Arkansas Multi-State Laboratory Supply and Homeland Equipment Laboratory Products “HELP” contract are applicable to this agreement except where modifications are noted as an exception or where addendums to this Participating Addendum are executed, dated and attached.  This Participating Addendum will be become a part of the contract between the Participating States and the Contractors during the term of this contract. 

 
2. Purchase Orders:  All purchase orders issued by purchasing entities by each Participating State within the jurisdiction of this Participating Addendum shall include a reference to denote State Contract Number SP-04-0430 for order tracking purposes. All purchasing entities issuing valid purchase orders will be bound by the terms and conditions of the Request for Proposal, the State Contract Number and this Participating Addendum.  In cases where a Participating State modifies the terms and conditions of the original Request for Proposal and  State Contract, by execution of this Participating Addendum, the modifications in this document will supercede only for those conditions outlined in this document and only for that particular State.  All purchasing entities issuing valid purchase orders will be obligated to pay Contractor for supplies and equipment when all contractual conditions of the contract and completion of the purchase order has occurred and payment has been approved by the purchasing entity.
